− Children’s Swim ‘n Splash collaboration with Pursuit was very popular.  
− First Aid Courses + Recertifications are coming this Spring.  
− Get to Know The Gym program is popular. Lots of people still coming in.  

 
Jasper Food Bank – Cristin Murphy 

− Food Bank survey reveals lots of users are employed full-time, but not receiving full-time 
hours.  

− The Coldest Night of The Year (CNOY) fundraiser raised 18K for the Jasper Food Bank and 
Jasper Community Team Society.  

 
Jasper Settlement Services – Danel Cooke 

− There is an influx of Ukrainians arriving to Jasper by March 31 as it is the deadline for a visa 
for many of them. Many are arriving to the Fairmont Jasper Park Lodge.  

− The Community Volunteer Income Tax Program has been very busy, especially with 
newcomers filing in Canada for the first time.  
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Jasper Employment and Education Centre – New Staff 
− Victoria is the new Employment Coach and Jen is the Adult Education Coordinator 
− There are 58 permanent year-round job postings, 28 of which provide staff accommodation 
− It is fairly quiet in the main centre with lots of jobs posted for summer 
− There will be new classes in April including morning English classes and the Food Safe
