The number of LGBTQ+ people in Jasper is difficult to determine, partly because of safety and also the fact that
people’s identity evolves over time.

What is an ally?

An ally is a person who stands up, speaks out and actively supports the human and civil rights of LGBTQ+
individuals. Being an ally includes taking action to ensure everyone has equal access to the resources and
benefits that exist in our community.
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This diversity ‘snapshot’ is intended to help you learn more about the people in our community who risk
exclusion. Each snapshot is about a specific group, but there is diversity within each group. As such,
these snapshots are not all encompassing, they are rather a jumping off point for discussion.
